Parish Council: Wednesday 7th May saw both the Annual Parish Meeting and the
first meeting of the new Parish Council

The following are points taken from the Draft Minutes of both meetings, with the former, which was attended by at
least twelve parishioners and reporting parties, first. (ltalicised items are condensed , since the monthly events are in Life-Line)

. PCSO Hannah Percival reported that during the past year rural crime in Maidstone has reduced 12.5% and in West
Farleigh the number of reported thefts has significantly reduced from 13 in 2006/07 to 2 in 2007/08. There have been
3 burglaries and 3 incidents of criminal damage during the past year. Speeding continues to be a problem and speed
checks are regularly carried out by PC Gary Shaw. The homeless individual that had caused problems earlier in the
year has now been relocated. The Chairman thanked PCSO Hannah Percival and PC Gary Shaw for all their hard
work

. Clir Mortimer reported that the fly tipping problems that were highlighted at the meeting last year have been improved.
The administration of MBC will be changing on 14™ May due to the results of the recent election. Clir Mortimer would
like to see all parties working together for the benefit of all to make West Farleigh a better place to be in.

. The Parish Council had prepared a summary report, including draft receipts and payments figures for 2007/08, which
was distributed at the meeting. The Chairman thanked the County, Borough and Parish Councillors for their support
during the past year. During the year a new clerk was appointed following retirement last year of long serving clerk,
David Swan. West Farleigh is fortunate to have many groups who give time and effort in helping and supporting the
village and its residents and it is thanks to those groups and the work they do that West Farleigh is a great place to
live. Those organisations described their activities over the past yeard Helen Swan for the Seekers, (with particular
thanks to Sue Walsh, Becky Parnham and Olivia Bonham) and the W.I., Terry Ayears for the Evergreens, Tim Hill for
Life-Line and Peter Baggott for the Sports Club.

Nature notes

Although the weather was rather poor in April, the
warmth and sunshine of early May seems to have
enabled most of the spring plants to flower well. | will
therefore, describe some of the less commonplace
flowers which occur in Quarry Wood. The site is well
enough known for its Early Purple Orchids, and al-
though they do not form the great drifts which the
Green-winged Orchid achieves at Marden they num-
ber certainly into three figures and are quite impres-
sive even in an area dominated by bluebells. Some
loose clumps consist of 20 or more flower spikes.

They are well-named, for even this year the first were
out in mid-April, and they last until the middle of May.
(Most orchid species generally flower from June on-
wards.) As for their colour, there is no doubt that they
are purple—full middle of the range purple.

Orchids have an involved reproduction system. The
Early Purple is no exception, for, having no nectar, it
cannot attract bees by this device, and has to resort
to subterfuge. It probably fools the insect that it is a
bluebell. The colour difference is probably invisible or
immaterial to a bee, so it probes the flower under the
impression that it is another bluebell. By the time it
finds its error it is too late, for some sticky pollen is
attached to it. With luck, this will fertilize another
flower not far away. Even so, the seed of orchids is
so small that the nourishment it carries with it is mini-
mal , and it will rely on the presence of certain fungi
in the soil to help it get established and it will be
years before it flowers.

Other orchids in Quarry Wood include a few Spotted
Orchids, which flourish best in more open locations.
They flower in a month or so. The “spotted” refers to
the dark marks on their leaves. Most orchids have
rather glossy leaves, and the third which is found in
Quarry Wood, the Twayblade, has just two broad
ones— hence its name. Its flowers are a disappoint-
ing green, of a small knobbly nature. Nonetheless it
can hold its head up quite boldly, and more seem to
have done so this year than in the recent past.

Another distinctive flower—not an orchid but a mem-
ber of the lily family - of the wood is the Herb Paris.
This has four leaves and four rather spiky yellowish
petals to its flowers, which are not showy but which
can tolerate dense shade. There is no doubt this
plant gives its offspring plenty of nourishment in the
form of its fat berry, which looks luscious (but is
probably poisonous). These flowers are spreading
steadily in the wood. © Tim Hill

Does anyone know Pear Tree Farm?
